


Plate 3: Southeastern Flank

View to the east (across Tamaki River) from the tree grove. Park benches adjacent to the metalled
walking track are located along this flank. The new tipped rock seawall and the new low level
pedestrian walking track are obscured.

Plate 4: Northeastern Flank
View to the east across the confluence of Otahuhu Creek and the Tamaki River. The new shore
detached rock reef (obscured) runs parallel to the toe of this flank.



Left - Plate 5: Mangrove Seedling/
Sapling

Mangrove regeneration has been observed in
areas protected by the new shore detached reef
and on the wetland spillway embankment. The
reef was designed to assist with the
regeneration of mangroves.

Below - Plate 6: Eastern Viewing
Mound

View of the northern embankment of the
eastern viewing mound taken from on top of
the western viewing mound. Other features of
note are the predator proof fence protecting
the northern wildlife area and the metalled
walking tracks that encircle the perimeter of
both mounds.




Plate 7: Northern Wildlife Area
Eastern part of the fenced northern wildlife area (left) and the eastern viewing mound (right) viewed
from the top of the western viewing mound.

Plate 8: Wetland
View of the new wetland looking southeast, taken from the upstream embankment of the spillway which
is located at the northwestern end of the park. Note the ducks in the wetland.



Right - Plate 9: Wetland
Eastern Embankment -
lower reaches

Eastern embankment of the
wetland viewed from the
northwest. Note the clubrush/
kukuraho (bulboschoenus
fluviatilis) on the lower
embankments. Much of the
clubrush existing prior to Stage 1
Civil Works construction was
translocated to help transfer some
of the existing microscopic
species into the new wetland and
thereby preserve as much of the
pre-construction biodiversity as
possible.

Below - Plate 10: Wetland
Eastern Embankment -
upper reaches.

Eastern embankment of the
wetland viewed from the
northwest. The sediment forebay
is to the middle right (obscured)
with clubrush fully established
throughout the forebay.
