Introduction

Geo-Environmental Studies by T&T in 2002-2004 concluded 

that:

ïThe western and eastern ends of the Southern Slope 

have a relatively thin fill and debris layer over in-situ soil/ 

rock;

ïThe central part of the Southern Slope is a former side 

valley infilled by a greater thickness of fill and debris; and

ïThe Southern Slope has ongoing stability issues that 

should be addressed.
