TE WERO BRIDGE AND ISLAND: A COMBINED EXPERIENCE

This proposal reconfigures the fraditional idea of a bridge to incorporate the island as an integral
part of the experience of crossing. Bridge and Island work in tandem.

The Bndge is, above all, gbout movement.
The Island is about reposea.

Te Wero Brndge is a collection of slim bascules; a set of four “fingers” operating from each side the
waterway. It is 8 unique and innavative design based on known technologies.

All opening bridges move; the eight finger bridge celebrates the movement.

The bridge offers delight by virtue of surprise. The avenf of opening is at the haart of this bridge.
The movement from a sloping surface quietly spanning the water to a fanning bloom of eight
separate fingers, which for relatively short periods tower above the island to the equivalent height
of a 10 storey building, pravides wonderful drama and excitement,

The beautiful movement of the elegant fingers raising and lowering will ensure this Te
Wero Bridge becomes one of the most memorable bridges in the world.

The composilion of many fingers suggests multiplicity and diversity, befitting a multi-cultural and
rapidly changing society. It reflects the positive and enthusiastic cultures of a busy city on the
move, advancing, growing and transforming.

The slender fingers and multi-faceted movement are iconic without being monumental.

The eight-finger bridge is a bridge of surpnse and confrast. When down, it is unobtrusive, offering
subtle expenences based on mature urban design. When opening, it offers delight, and when
opean il provides sculptural elegance and drama, Matural and arificial lighting reinforce the drama.

On the eastern (higher) fingers, the counterweights are below the deck. On the western {lower)
fingers, the countanavaights rise above the deck, creating fins through which people and vehicles
pass. The sequence of spatial expenences offered travellers by island and bridge is sophisticated
and varied, and markedly different when travelling from the east or the west.

Te \Wero Island is a crucial element of the total experience. The crown of a traditional bridge iz
moved from the centre of the bridge span onto the island. The bridge rises towards the island, and
the island rizes towards the bridge. The Island is transformed from flal amorphous plane to 3 new
gently curving and uplified topography that greatly intensifies the expenence of crossing the Basin.
It offers a restful pocket park in the heart of the Viaduct Basin, centrally located within a bracelet of
parks throughout the city.

The bridge is efficient to build and to operate, the balanced fingers needing minimal energy input.
The major elements will be constructed in New Zealand. Both bridge and island respect
environmentally sustainable design considerations.

The bridge celebrates its role as a distinctive element in the east-west route, and in the
Viaduct Basin context. Te Wearo will become a major attraction and an exciting sculptural
contribution to the landscape of the urban Auckland waterfront.
